Larkrise Community Farm 
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Coming from Trowbridge, follow the 
West Aston Road out of Trowbridge for 
approximately 1.5 miles.  Just before you 
reach the A350 at West Ashton, the farm 

is situated on the left-hand side.  If you are 
coming from the Chippenham or 

Melksham direction, follow the A350 
towards Yarnbrook or Westbury, to the 
West Ashton traffic lights and turn right 

into West Ashton Road.  The farm is down 
the hill on the right.

Welcome to Larkrise Community 
Farm 
 
The Larkrise Community Farm was 
officially opened in March 2006 by HRH 
the Countess of Wessex.   
 
This purpose built farm is a lovely home 
to wide variety of animals, has lots to offer 
and is a great place to be!  The farm is 
about understanding, and finding out about 
the welfare of animals, and caring for 
them. 
 

 
 
Exercising, feeding, cleaning and mucking 
out the animals, are just a few of the daily 
farm activities, in addition to caring for 
newly born, abandoned and donated 
animals as they arrive and settle in. 
 

Larkrise Community Farm is open for 
school and playgroup visits and birthday 
parties can be catered for. 
 
The farm also runs a Farm Club 
throughout the whole year on selected 
dates, including school holidays, enabling 
youngsters from the age of 6 to get 
involved in all farm activities. 
 
Sponsoring an animal 
 
Sponsoring an animal from Larkrise 
Community Farm is very simple.  All you 
have to do is contact Wendy, the Farm 
Manager, and she will go through all the 
options. 
 
In general, you can sponsor an animal for 
a period of one year costing as little as £3, 
for some of the smaller animals (Band C), 
e.g. guinea pigs, rabbits, rising to £5 (Band 
B) and £10 per year for some of the larger 
animals (Band A), e.g. horses, ponies.  
 

 

Call today and you too could sponsor an 
animal. 
 
Each sponsor will receive a 6 monthly 
report and a certificate and picture of 
your sponsored animal. 
 
Visiting Times and Prices 
 
The Farm is run as a charity and 
therefore prices are kept as low as 
possible.  
 
Visitors are welcome Monday to 
Friday, 10am to 3pm and for a very 
modest fee, (£1.00 Adults, £0.50 
Children) you can tour our premises 
and talk to our staff.
